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Traditional starch products are being replaced in food ingredients with new base starches including both Genetically Modified and Non Genetically Modified versions and with Clean Label starches and flours which are replacing chemically modified starches. These are obtained from new varieties of crops obtained by conventional plant breeding, hybrids obtained from natural mutants and genetically modified crops with new agricultural or starch traits. 
This trend is driven by the need for a more efficient and economic food supply for our growing world population and by consumer desire for more natural, safer and healthier sources for food ingredients.
